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Following is the latest edition of the Canadian Agri-Food Trade Alliance (CAFTA) Trade
Policy Update.

The Canadian Agri-Food Trade Alliance represents producers, processors and exporters
of agriculture and agri-food products. Accounting for over 80% of Canada’s agriculture and
food exports, and more than 50% of farm cash receipts, CAFTA’s members are united in their
dependence on trade, and in their need for a liberalized international trading environment.

Agriculture Negotiations Press On

Negotiators from WTO member countries returned to Geneva during the week of November 26"
to continue their efforts to reach an agreement on agriculture.

Considerable progress has been made since the release of Ambassador Crawford Falconer’s
working text earlier this year. Since early September, negotiators have focused attention on
reaching convergence on the three pillars of the negotiations — domestic support, export
competition and market access.

Most recently, countries have been focusing attention on some of the key market access issues
including sensitive products, special products and Tariff Quota Expansion.

Work on these areas, and remaining market access issues will continue into December — one,
or possibly two, weeks of negotiations are scheduled prior to the holiday break. It is hoped that
this extra push will result in some convergence on the remaining market access issues —
building on the existing concurrence in the domestic support and export competition areas.

While progress at the negotiations can, at times, seem very slow, it is clear that the engagement
of WTO member countries remains very high. Countries have kept up an intensive negotiating
pace since early September — with key nations, including the U.S, E.U., Canada and others
working hard to maintain momentum. Senior officials from member countries have remained in
Geneva for extended periods during this time indicating a strong level of commitment on the
part of their governments.



Looking forward, it is expected that a revised working text on agriculture modalities will be
released in late January 2008. Work in Geneva will continue up to and following the release of
the text — working towards an agreement by the early part of 2008.

CAFTA will continue to monitor the work of the negotiations and will report back in future
editions of the Trade Update.
